� Since the beginning of the year, 28 reformed ex-offenders have been 
empowered  either through vocational training, provision of tools and 
Start-up capital as a means of reintegrating them in the community.

� The residents have attended Discipleship classes.

� The residents have also been in  counseling sessions which, has 
assisted them to be healed/restored. 
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� We are thankful for your generous support in 2007, 
the residents have never slept hungry! Praise God!

� We also give thanks to God for the medical needs 
of residents being taken care of through your 
continuous support. Nairobi Baptist Church has 
been meeting the medical expenses of the 
residents.
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� We are thankful to God that since the beginning of 
this year, we have been able to pay rent at the Half-
way House even under difficult circumstances.
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� We are grateful to God through our friends for the continual 
support that has enabled us settle the workshop’s rent and 
utilities since the beginning of the year without a hitch.

� The Social Enterprise Projects has enabled the reformed ex-
offenders to acquire vocational  skills and to learn business 
skills. It is our prayer that the workshop will eventually lead 
Philemon Ministries to self sustainability.
